Serge Jupin, a London based artist who creates kinetic sculptures and animatronics from recycled
domestic objects which he describes as ‘retro-futuristic in design’. Serge is as innovative with his use of
power as he is with his choice of materials and powers his machines through a mixture of solar,
electricity and wind up devices.

experience.
